To celebrate Literacy and Numeracy Week in Australia, 3P Learning 
conducted an Australia wide Mathletics Competition for all school 
students.  Conducted over two days, the competition encouraged 
students to use Mathletics intensively to gain points for that day.

2009 Shinju Cup 
 
 
 
On 7th September, Broome Senior High and St Mary’s College competed for 
the 2009 Shinju Cup at Broome’s Haynes Oval. It was a one sided affair with 
Broome Senior running away comfortable winners 13.9.83 to 3.5.23 thus 
bringing the cup back to the high school for the first time since 2007. 
 
In the lead up to the game at training and in team meetings Coach Salmon 
stressed the importance of team work and commitment in beating the St Mary’s 
team. He also talked about the importance of honouring the Shinju rivalry 
between the two schools and the significance of bringing the cup back to 
Broome Senior High. 
 
The opening quarter proved to be St Mary’s most competitive for the match 
kicking two goals to Broome Senior’s four. Broome’s co-captain Zachary Waina 
was instrumental in giving his side an early lead booting three first quarter 
goals from full forward. Kadin Bauer set his usual high standards through the 
midfield dominating centre clearances.  
 
It was all Broome Senior in the second quarter kicking away to a six goal lead 
with the aid of a slight breeze. Ted Kozicki Medalist (for best on ground) Nicky 
Anear started to get involved in the game rarely losing a one on one contest 
and using the ball very efficiently. Ronald Dean was another whose work off the 
backline was a highlight of the quarter continuously breaking the lines and 
driving the ball deep into attack. Besides a freak goal from St Mary’s Douglas 
French deep in the forward line up against the boundary there wasn’t much for 
the St Mary’s team to cheer about. 
 
The rest of the match continued in the same fashion with Broome Senior 
making most of the play. Nathan Green produced some magic in the last 
quarter stepping around a couple of players before delivering the ball to a team 
mate in the forward line. Joel Hamling showed his versatility by rucking for most 
of the game then going forward and kicking a couple of goals. Braiden Waina 
has developed into a fine full back, repelling most of the St Mary’s thrusts 
forward and keeping the St Mary’s full forward goalless. 
 
After the match both teams hung around for the post match presentations. The 
Shinju Cup was handed to the co-captains of the Broome Senior High team 
Zachary and Braiden Waina. The Ted Kozicki Medal for best on ground was 
awarded to Nicky Anear. Mr Downsborough, the high school principal, 
commented on how well the boys played as a team and the commitment they 
showed in getting the job done.

REGIONAL ATHLETICS 2009 
At the end of a whirlwind of athletics meets after athletics meets dangles a carrot which offers our 
students the opportunity to go and showcase their talents in front of other athletes in the Kimberley at the 
much coveted Garnduwa Regional Athletics Championships. This year on the 9th of September I had the 
pleasure of accompanying 35 athletes, 27 from Broome Senior High School and 8 from St Mary’s College 
to Fitzroy Crossing for two days of tough athletics competition. We rolled into Fitzroy at around lunch time 
on Wednesday the 9th of September and were swiftly directed to the Lodge where we were going to be 
camping for the next few nights. Quite a different environment than camping at the ol’ rec centre! We were 
the first group at the camping spot so the athletes made sure we had loads of room and HEAPS of shade! 
The athletes had an hour to mentally and physical prepare themselves for the looming competition and 
then it was time for them to show us what they had! 
 
The first events for the evening were throwing and jumping events followed by the gruelling 200m running 
events. Talara Dixon showed much class in her run as did Brayden Townson who got edged out of medal 
contention with 2 metres to run. Some impressive throwing by Wesley Karadada and Luke Turner got the 
podium ready for in influx of Kullari colours as our students continued to show the rest of the region why 
they had been chosen to represent Broome in the regional athletics. Competition was running so smoothly 
during the evening that the organisers decided to run the year 8 boys high jump event. Zac Speed 
dominated in this as he did in his jumping events and ended up breaking two records over the two days of 
competition. Another impressive record breaking effort for this evening was Tamsin McQualter’s 200m run 
in which she shaved half a second off the existing 10 year old record. Competition came to a close this 
night at about 9.30pm with Dylan Fitzpatrick and Gerard Stack excelling in the 200m event. All students 
returned to the Lodge for some well deserved rest. 
 
It was up early on Thursday the 10th of September for the Kullari athletes after not a lot of sleep due to the 
freezing winds that were coming off the river. We had the first breakfast sitting for the day which started at 
six in the morning. Athletes were up and ready without as much as a tiny whinge and off for a hearty 
cooked and continental breakfast. We were in for a treat this morning as we were all going on the Geike 
Gorge river tour as a collective group. The athletes were so excited as were we and we all trundled off to 
the gorge. A.J. Aitken, a traditional owner of the land was there to greet us and to introduce us to the area 
and the rainbow serpent that resides within the river. After rubbing the mud under our arms to make our 
scent known to the area, it was onto the boat to start the tour. The tour went for an hour and was full of 
wit, beautiful scenery and real life crocodiles!! The definite highlight for me! After the tour, the athletes 
were given a talk by our own Mark Morgan and 4 other athletes from our region that have seen success in 
athletics that stemmed from them competing in the Garnduwa Regional Athletics event. These tales 
inspired our stars and I am sure they all took away some spark from their inspirational stories to the next 
lot of competitive events.  
 
Athletes had lunch and then a quick break before the competition recommenced. The long distance 
events including the 1500m, 800m and 400m were run in the late afternoon with impressive performances 
by Rikki Lee Bainbridge in the 800m, Jordan Williams, Hannah Morgan, Rhiannon Leach and Emilee Hall 
in the 400m and 1500m events. Teisha Steenson jumped beautifully and came away with a silver medal in 
the under 14 High Jump and Wesley Karadada and Nelson Baker both soared to win their respective age 
group high jump medals. Some impressive throwing by Marcia Augustine and West McGrath had more 
medals coming our way and special mention must be given to Grant Murray for his tireless efforts in all 
events. 
 
It had come to the time in the competition for the Blue Ribbon events, the 100m and relays. Ramala 
Chrystal ran exquisitely in the 100m to edge out his components and I do not think this is the last we will 
hear about Ramala in athletics. Dylan Fitzpatrick, Rani McCarthy and Seewana Edgar were equally as 
impressive in their events which set us up beautifully to take out the relays. Being the last events for the 
meet, the athletes were excited about the relays and rightfully so!! We won every relay event and gained 
silver in one and the sportsmanship and dedication shown by our athletes is commendable. Brandon 
McCarthy displayed brilliance with his amazing baton change to ensure the upper school boys broke the 
record in the open boys relay. 
 
 Then, just like that, it was over!! Our very exhausted cohort of students retired to camp to get ready for 
the disco which was held at the beautiful new Fitzroy School. Music was pumping and dance moves 
flowing as our athletes showed they did not just dominate on the track! It was then time for bed which was 
an interesting thought for some of our tireless travellers and then another early start to return to Broome! 
 
I feel so very privileged to have taken such a dynamic and energetic group away for this well respected 
event. I thank the students and their families for their support and hope to see many of them succeed in 
this field for many years to come.
